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Heritage Committee Votes to Restore MAP Funding

*Ottawa, October 5, 2006* - Yesterday, the House of Commons Standing Committee on Canadian Heritage passed three motions related to the Museums Assistance Program cuts and a new Canadian Museums Policy.

Bloc Heritage Critic, MP Maka Kotto, put forward a motion that the Committee recommend that the government maintain MAP at pre-cutback levels, and that a new museums policy be established as soon as possible.

NDP Heritage Critic, MP Charlie Angus, put forward a series of two motions designed to ensure that the Committee is well informed about the current issues facing the museum sector, and the potential impact of the cuts announced on September 25, 2006.

The Committee will invite officials from the Department of Canadian Heritage to clarify where the cuts will take effect within the department’s various programs. The Committee will also invite the CMA, the Societe des musees quebecois, and the Alberta Museums Association to speak to the impact of the cuts across the country. The Heritage Canada

Foundation will also be invited to speak to the same issue.
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
