The Kelowna Art Gallery is the leading public visual arts facility in the Okanagan Valley. Located in the heart of Kelowna's Downtown Cultural District, the impressive 15,000 square foot facility offers a variety of local, national and international exhibitions. 

The Gallery’s permanent collection is an important part of regional cultural history. A variety of media is represented including paintings, prints, drawings, sculptures, installations and photo-based works.  The collection contains many works that focus on the landscape, images of the Okanagan and abroad, as well as portraits and abstract works. 

Temporary exhibits include touring exhibitions, community art exhibitions and those that showcase the artwork of talented contemporary BC artists. The Gallery acts as a community exhibition space where educational and collaborative projects are realized. By embracing the talents and expertise of local residents, the Gallery creates bridges in the community while raising awareness about art and culture.  Exhibitions showcasing the artwork of aboriginal artists create invaluable opportunities for the public to learn about local First Nations culture.

While the Gallery serves the central Okanagan Valley with a reputable exhibition space, it also offers extensive education programs, including art classes, tours for students of all ages, lectures and many other programs to provide everyone with access to the world of art. The Gallery hosts special events, public lectures and provides extensive education programs.
