The Kelowna Museum Association is a registered non-profit organization that is comprised of four diverse museums and three unique themed gift shops all two walking blocks apart and located in Kelowna’s thriving cultural district. Every year thousands of visitors enjoy Kelowna Museum’s unique regional collections and exhibitions. The permanent gallery is impressive and includes First Nation artifacts, Central and South American, Asian, and African collections. 

The BC Orchard Industry Museum is also popular with visitors and tells the story of the Okanagan Valley’s transformation from wide-open cattle range to beautifully manicured, symmetric orchards. The BC Wine Museum explores the Okanagan's strengthening connection with the grape-growing and wine industry. Visitors take a self-guided tour that culminates in wine tasting at the on-site specialty VQA (Vintners Quality Alliance) Wine Shop. The Wine Shop offers a selection of award-winning and limited edition VQA wines.

The historic Laurel Packinghouse is Kelowna's oldest remaining packinghouse and the City of Kelowna's first designated heritage building. It has been restored and reborn as a community center for arts and culture while at the same time maintaining strong ties to the Okanagan's agricultural heritage.

Finally, the Okanagan Military Museum offers a significant selection of military artifacts including uniforms, badges, equipment, relics, medals, photographs, firearms, original documents, diaries, letters, and a superb reference library of over 3,000 books on all aspects of military history. While staying in the Okanagan, be sure to visit the Kelowna Museum Association institutions and tour the collections as they offer a wealth of story and history.
