Response:

The first thing you need to know is the status of you existing conditions. Have you monitored your humidity levels?

 Not sure if CCI (Canadian Conservation Institute) still provides testing kits, but I think it would be worth your while to talk to them.

 The reality is that to dehumidify a whole building is a very expensive process that not only involves a dehumidification system, but also looking at the condition of the building envelope. The other thing to consider is whether the artefacts in you collection really need the "ideal" museum environment. You may be better off identifying those objects that are significant, and require special care. Once identified, you may find that a special display case or a separately controlled room may meet your needs.

 The reality is that few small community museums have controlled environments.
