3. You could try your local government or your BC Assessment office. They need to work with the land titles office on a regular basis and would have contacts and advice that they could give you, August 05, 2005.
4. The old Land Title Offices were integrated with Crown Lands Department and the Surveyor General into the new Land Title and Survey Authority. The phone numbers should have stayed the same. There are only three "land title offices" left in the province: New Westminster, Victoria and Kamloops. Probably the best bet is Kamloops.
