Next year our major exhibit will deal with the CCUB, the Christian Community of Universal Brotherhood, the Doukhobor company which at one time held over 70,000 acres across the three western provinces, with assets of @ 10,000,000 when it was forced into bankruptcy during the depression in 1937.

1. Since the 1960's, I have specialized in architectural and landform models. Today, I operate Heritage Interpretation Services from Vernon, BC (250) 828-3579 and Kamloops, BC (250) 377-8588. In addition to contracting many projects such as your bridge model for architectural and engineering firms, I have also worked with several Okanagan / Boundary museums on Canada Employment (HRDC) sponsored projects in which the workers were trained in exhibit design and professional model building skills and then performed the actual work under my supervision. The large models of the Granby Smelter at the Boundary Museum in Grand Forks are examples of this approach. 

Recently, some projects have been performed as a service from the Kamloops Museum, working with other museums to share expertise, provide services and earn revenue for the Kamloops Museum (or to employ other museum folk for their expertise to help with Kamloops Museum's needs).
