1. Have a close look at Solux bulbs at: http://www.solux.net
They are very close to daylight at 4700 degrees Kelvin and have a Colour Rendering Index of 98 or higher. This makes for very little metamerism and very natural viewing across the colour spectrum.

We are colour reproduction folks working primarily for the printing industry, art galleries, and for other customers where colour is critical. You will love this lighting!
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2. Personally, I would avoid halogen! I find they ballasts start humming and they heat up far too much. Good old fashion incandescent is the way I would go.
